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The Chinese Biopharmaceutical Association (CBA) cohosted ft@aBual conference
with Shanghai bio-forum on May 28-30, 2008 in Shanghai, China. It was the first time
that CBA hosted its annual conference in China since it was founded in 1995 in
Washington DC, United States (US).

The 13" CBA annual conference consisted of a one-day preconference focused on
entrepreneurship and a two-day main conference focused on biotechnology innovation
and sustainable development. With topics covering essentially every sirgbé ther

drug development process, the conference attracted more than 1000 attendees, among
whom approximately 200 came from the US and a few from Singapom@a@y France,
Australia, Japan, Taiwan, and Hong Kong. Besides research scientistsrapceesurs,

the conference also attracted many venture capitalists who are gddrestvesting in

small to medium size Chinese biopharmaceutical companies.

In addition to individual attendees, many Chinese and US organizations such as the
Biotechnology Industry Organization (BIO), the largest biotechnology orgmizin the
world, also showed great interest in the conference. Mr. James C. Greenwoo@npresi
and CEO of BIO, and Mr. Sean Darragh, BIO’s executive vice president for tnbeaia
affairs, attended and spoke at the conference. In his keynote address, Mddcken
noted “BlO is most interested in and seriously considering hosting its parfnerséiing
in China.”

Before the preconference and after the main conference, CBA sent a total of 5
delegations to visit the Chinese Medicine City in Taizhou, Jiangsu province;r8imce
Nanjing; BioBay in Suzhou; Wuxi; and Guangdong. The delegates visited local
biopharmaceutical companies and research institutions, met with local goaernme
officials, and discussed future collaboration opportunities with researcboershe local
biopharmaceutical industry and academia.

Lehman Brothers, Inc., in 2005; Dr. Paul Schimmel, member of the Academy of
Sciences and the Ernest and Jean Hahn professor at the Skaggs Institute fcalChem
Biology at the Scripps Research Institute, in 2006; and Dr. Jing Lou, CEO and Rreside

of 3SBio Inc., in 2007.

Mr. Greenwood became the president and CEO of BIO in January 2005. Under his
leadership, BIO's staff and budget have increased nearly fifty percéetpast 3 years.
Today, BIO represents more than 1,150 biotechnology companies, academic institutions,
state biotechnology centers, and related organizations in the US and more than 30 other
countries; and BIO is playing a critical role in shaping public policy on a yafessues

that are critical to the success of the biotechnology industry. The Annual BIO
International Convention has become the world’s largest gathering of teehnotogy
industry. In his award acceptance address, Mr. Greenwood stressed the impdrtance o
international collaborations in solving global health and environment problems. He noted,
“We cannot afford to be competitors. We need to become collaborators.” Mr. Greenwood
looks forward to future collaborations with the Chinese biopharmaceutical industry.

After Mr. Greenwood’s award acceptance address, more than 20 speakersdietizlere
presentations focused on how to start up and sustain a biopharmaceutical business,



especially in China. Following the presentations, the speakers answerme \zaviety of
guestions from the audience. The majority of the speakers are early Qlkilnesees

who are either running biomedical business or conducting biomedical research in China
and a large portion of the approximately 200 audience members are researchetly curr
living in the US who are interested in doing business in China. The speakers shared their
successes, frustrations, and lessons learned over the years with the atitieye¢so

provided their most sincere recommendations to those who are interested in reéturning
China to develop their own business. The presentations provoked enthusiastic discussions
on a variety of issues.

The preconference ended with a banquet sponsored by the Shanghai's Overseas Chines
Affairs Office. At the banquet, Dr. Yuling Li, immediate past president (Z08) of

CBA, presented CBA'’s Outstanding Service Award to Dr. Yingxian Xiao, paét CB
president (2003-2004) and general secretary of CBA’s Board of Directorsifgxiah

After the opening ceremony, four keynote speakers delivered oral prezenttihe
plenary session. Dr. Avram Hershko, 2004 Nobel Prize Laureate in chemistry and
distinguished professor of Technion-Israel Institute of Technology, sthdqudnary
session with a presentation titIRdles of the Ubiquitin System in Health and Disease
Covalently attached to many cellular proteins, ubiquitin plays criticasrol protein
degradation. According to Dr. Hershko, abnormalities in ubiquitin-mediated protein
degradation lead to various diseases, including cancer, Parkinson's disease, and
neurodegenerative diseases. Ubiquitin also plays important roles in DNA repat, s
transduction, regulation of transcription, endocytosis, and formation of many viuckes s
as HIV. Dr. Hershko reported the development of novel drugs targeting specific
ubiquitin-mediated processes.

Following Dr. Hershko’s presentation, Mr. Guo-Qing Li, director of the Center fag Dr
Evaluation (CDE), State Food and Drug Administration (SFDA), delivered tbadec
keynote speech titleBiopharmaceutical Technologies — Hope for Human Heaih Li
briefly introduced regulations and procedures for new drug evaluation and approval in
China and his plan of enhancing transparency of drug review process at CDEntdd poi
out the challenges facing CDE and he wished to improve communication and
collaboration with biopharmaceutical companies. Mr. Li plans to increase the number of
days on which companies can call CDE asking for advices. He said that he s alway



happy to meet with representatives from companies as long as the meetswslgre
focused on business.

In the third keynote addred8yilding Global Partnerships for Biotech Innovatjdvir.

James Greenwood pointed out that China and US, as well as other countries, share
common interests in solving problems of global concern, including diseases, hunger, and
environmental challenges. He acknowledged the important roles that Chinese
pharmaceutical industry has been playing, and expressed his sincere iimterest
collaborating with Chinese biopharmaceutical companies. He stressedltbrggdsa

facing China and US, and he urged Chinese government to further enhance trapsparenc
of drug review process, stability of regulations, and protection of intellgutapérty

(IP). Mr. Greenwood believed that the more the Chinese government can provide such
assurance, the faster innovation will flourish in China. According to Mr. Greenwood,

BIO and its members are ready to collaborate with Chinese biopharmatiaicstry

and he welcomed Chinese biopharmaceutical companies to join BIO and attend the
upcoming BIO Annual Conference in San Diego. As the president of BIO, Mr.
Greenwood "is most interested in hosting a partnership conference in China.”

In the last keynote address of the plenary session, Dr. Shu Chien, professor of
bioengineering at California Institute of Bioengineering, Universitgalifornia, San

Diego (UCSD), discussedlobal Trend of Translational Medicine — from Life Science to
Medicine According to Dr. Chien, current trend of drug development is to identity
disease targets, speed up clinical trials, and advance more drugs that arelsaf

effective for specific populations. He commented that system biology, édrdeig

delivery via Nano-particles, stem cell therapy, imaging, and roboticryuatiglay
important roles in translational medicine. Dr. Chien remarked that truly uadénsg the
science is the key to develop drugs. He also pointed out the importance of international
collaborations in developing new drugs and fighting diseases because diseasesd’know
borders.”
